RULES: 2024-25 High school federation rules.  Special Technical Foul Rule:  any technical or 
intentional foul, two points and the ball out of bounds.  Check coaches’ letter in team 

packet you will receive at the gym of your first game for additional rules. 
 

SCOREKEEPER: Each team will be required to provide one official scorekeeper. 
 

ROSTER: The roster established for the first game will be checked and must be used throughout 

the tournament.  No additions or changes are permitted.   
 

ADMISSION: Daily admission fee – Saturday and Sunday:  $9.00 adults, $5.00 students. 
 One coach and one scorekeeper per team are allowed into the game free.  More than 

one coach may coach; but must pay admission and have a 2024-25 AAU membership 
card to sit on the bench.
