Who Should Come? Anyone interested in competition Jump Rope for fun and jumpers wanting to get ready for the
spring competition season. This tournament is for both Novice and Experienced jumpers.

Events: Individual Single Rope Triple Crown (1 minute speed, 1 minute power, freestyle)
Pairs Single Rope Triple Crown (2x30 speed, 2x30 power, freestyle)
Single Double Dutch Triple Crown (1x60 speed, 1x60 power, freestyle)**
Pairs Double Dutch Triple Crown (4x30 speed relay, 2x30 power, freestyle)**
Timed Triple Unders- for ages 15+ only
**due to time restraints we may need to limit registrations in some events**

Age-groups: 8 and under, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16, 17-18, and 19-22
Separate Male and Female divisions
Age is determined by the competitor’s age on June 15, 2024..
Note: Age groups may be combined if there are less than 3 entries in an event age group.

Awards: Gold medal to winner of triple crown, ribbons awarded for 1st through 5th place in component
events
Cost: $65 registration fee*, payment will be submitted online (* includes a competition t-shirt if

registered by March 2nd)

Rules: 2024 AAU competition rules will apply. A copy of the 2024 AAU Jump Rope Rulebook (Handbook) can be
downloaded from the web at www.aausports.org; click on Jump Rope.
All athletes and coaches must be current AAU members to participate in this tournament.
Freestyle music must be submitted prior to the event and coaches will receive information closer to the
tournament.

Officials: Please note that for AAU Jump Rope Competition, one official must be provided for every 4
athletes competing from a team. Judges judging speed and freestyle events count as 1 judge. All
judges and officials must be current AAU members.

If teams are unable to provide the minimum number of judges they may be unable to
participate. Please refer to the AAU rulebook for judge requirements.

3. Judge and Volunteer Nomination Worksheet: provide names of available judges and volunteers.
Teams are required to provide a minimum of 1 trained judge for every 4 athletes competing, additional
judges are always helpful! A judge that is only available either as just a speed judge or just a freestyle
judge will count as 0.5 judge. Non-judging volunteers are also needed to help with this event. We may
need to limit registrations if we do not have enough judges and volunteers.
