ENTRIES MUST BE RECEIVED BY THURSDAY, MAY 30th @ 11:59 PM CT.  The meet is open to all unattached athletes and clubs.  

Fees must be paid at the close of the meet registration.  A service charge will be applied by coacho.com and a credit/debit card must 

be used. 

ENTRY LIMITATIONS:  Athletes ages 3 thru 12 may enter up to 3 events.  Ages 13 and above may enter up to 4 events.  Athletes 

may enter only those events listed for his/her division and may enter only the division corresponding to his/her year of birth.  Athletes 

18 and under as of August 3, 2024, may compete in this event. 

AWARDS: Medals for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place finishers and ribbons for 4th, 5th & 6th place finishers.   Pee Wee  athletes will receive 

a participation ribbon or medal for their awards at the end of all their events with a special gift.  All races will be timed finals 

except for 6 & under will not be electronically timed or marked. 

EQUIPMENT: “House” throwing implements will be available.  Teams are encouraged to bring their own implements for their personal 

use. Starting Blocks will be provided.  ATHLETES 10 AND UNDER – NO BLOCKS.   

No spikes longer than 1/8” will be allowed on the track. 

 

MEDICAL PROFESSIONAL: On duty to attend to injuries only. 

 

CONCESSIONS:  Will be operated during the meet.  No glass bottles or personal grills will be allowed. 

TENTS: Tents are allowed in areas that will not impede the athletes during competition and should not block the track, finish line, field 

events or PA booth areas. There will be an area marked off for “tent City” and for athlete warmups. No athletes will be allowed in the 

infield unless currently involved in their event.

*Athletes competing in field events must notify the field event official they are competing in a Running event 
only. They will be required to return to that field event no more than 10 minutes after their running event is 
over.  If they are also in another field event that is called for their age group, they must notify the field event 
official so the official can notify the other field official of the athletes’ status. All field events will run girls first 
then boys in the order that is listed.   

*All running events will run girls first, then boys from youngest to oldest within each event unless specified 
below.  We reserve the right to run age groups and/or genders together in any event but they will be awarded 
separately*
