WEIGH-INS: Honor weigh-ins to be completed Thursday evening, February 29th.  No on-site weigh-ins.

operator).  Fines will be assessed if not provided.  Trackwrestling workers, please contact Sarah 

Reynolds prior to the tournament so she can ensure all tables will be covered. 

 

ADMISSIONS: Adults:  $7       Students:  $5     Kids 5 & Under:  Free 

 

COACHES: A current AAU card will be required to obtain a coach’s pass, after paying $7 admission fee. 
 

 

AWARDS: 1st  Place individual trophies; 2nd – 6th Place medals; Team trophies for  Sm., Med., Large 

 

CONCESSIONS: Full concessions will be available all day.  No coolers please. 
 

SANCTION: This event is licensed by the Amateur Athletic Union of the U.S., Inc. 

All participants must have a current AAU Membership.  

AAU membership may not be included as part of the entry fee to the event.
