No registration for competition on the day of the event; No changes on the day of the event.

FACILITIES: 400 meter all-weather track with 8 lanes 42”; all weather runways and concrete circles; FAT timing.
The Concession stand will be open during the meet. No tape decks, radios or glass containers allowed in the Stadium.
Tents and/or umbrellas will be allowed on the top rows of the stands only, but not in front of the Press Box (Center of

the stands). No open grills. 
RULES & REGULATIONS: No bare feet or stocking feet; shirts required. 
EQUIPMENT: Starting blocks will be allowed in the 100m, 400m and hurdles races for ages 15&up. However; starter
will not wait for an athlete to set their blocks. Bring your own blocks.

Vaulters &Throwers must use their own implements, and may be subjected for inspection.

All participants must have a current AAU membership.

AAU membership may not be included as part of the entry fee to the event.
AAU Youth Athlete membership must be obtained before the competition begins, except where the event operator has a laptop available with an internet connection.
